The BAD News...

Countless people are confused and wondering,
“How do | find God’s will for my life?”

The GOOD News...
God’s will is NOT LOST.
The BOTTOM Line...

God desires for me to follow His will so much that
He LIVES IN me to accomplish it.

The Transformation of the Will...

Christ gives us a new IDENTITY.

» The great exchange at the cross...

¢ | give him my sin; He gives me His RIGHTEOUSNESS

¢ | give him my slavery; He gives me His FREEDOM.
¢ | give him my defeat; He gives me His VICTORY.
¢ | give him my judgment; He gives me His MERCY.

¢ | give him my death; He gives me His LIFE.

> Our will is now LOST in Him.
